And the Buchen-
based engineering experts were also called upon as a
supplier of rotary indexing rings when it became time
for a fundamental upgrade to carat‘s grinding and

polishing operations. ,,When it comes to innovation,
it is vital that you can rely 100% on your partners*,
comments Technical Director Martin Heetmann.

The company carat came into being as a spin-off of the Univer-
sity of Dortmund in 1992. Today, the system house develops
and manufactures ,,turnkey robot installations* to handle
diverse processing tasks in applied robot technologies.

Around ten years ago, carat took up the search for a reliable
partner to supply rotary indexing tables and performed market
research to this end. WEISS was able to win over the com-
pany with its optimum price performance ratio and appealing
design. Some two years ago, carat made the decision to take

two axes. The fact that it can be freely programmed and its
compact, robust design open up new opportunities for users.
Two areas where the HP 140T really shines are in its fast
acceleration of up to 40m/sec? and its positioning accuracy
of 0.02mm. A new kind of lubrication concept rounds off the
user friendliness of the module. Here, a kilometre counter
is integrated in the control system which initiates the lubrica-
tion process — for example every 600 km — either in the form
of a warning message or automatically. When used in automa-
tic mode, a pump starts up and the device is lubricated auto-
matically. This makes the device virtually maintenance-free.
